COURSE DESCRIPTION:  This course emphasizes the acquisition of methods and the development of lessons 

that improve reading comprehension. The use of different resources in media, interactive exercise, and 
standard-based examples will be illustrated for use in the classroom. In this course participants will be 
directed to the California State Standards as a starting point for lesson planning. Examples will be described  
as a guide to the development of each participant’s personal lesson plans.

WHEN: APRIL 16 to MAY 28       WHAT: EDUX 5170 A, B, C, OR D 
ZOOM Meeting:  TUESDAY, APRIL 16 - 5:00 PM   Flexible Scheduling 
COURSE DESCRIPTION:  This course is designed to cover a variety of strategies and solutions to 

combine creativity and problem solving throughout the curriculum. Participants will explore 
multimedia approaches to using a discovery/problem solving model incorporating perception, 
production and reflection. A broad range of "thinking activities" and authentic assessment will be 
showcased that will help release the talents of all students at all learning levels. Projects will be 
presented that will encourage pupils to move from "visual to verbal" and in the process, develop 
oral and written language, math and manipulative skills. Emphasis will be placed on uncovering 
and developing the unexplored talents of students at all levels of the learning experience.  
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
